Choir of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia
The Choir of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia was founded in October 2001 as a cultural activity promoted by the students and the staff of the University. Since its foundation the Choir has given more than 100 concerts and performances. In March 2002 the Choir was hosted in Sala Nervi in Vatican City, being among the university choirs accredited to be engaged in the closing concert of the jubilee celebrations; in December 2002 the Choir took part in the International Festival of University Choirs performing at Sala dei Notari in Perugia. Over the past years the Choir has developed links with many university choirs in Italy and around Europe and several exchange visits have taken place every year. Among these, in Italy the Choir has collaborated with the choirs of the University of Pavia, Pisa, Palermo, Perugia, Ferrara, Parma, Genova, Salerno, Sassari, Camerino, Milano Bocconi, Milano Bicocca, Verona, Napoli l'Orientale, Roma Tor Vergata, Venezia and Torino. In October 2014 the Choir was hosted by the Choir of the Hochschule München in Munich, Germany, attending the official Opening of the Academic Year. 
The Choir also promotes activities at national level, most notably the organization of the First National Conference on "University Choirs and Orchestras: actuality and prospects" ("I Cori e le Orchestre Universitarie: attualità e prospettive") held in Modena and Reggio Emilia and realized under the patronage of Crui.

In 2008 the National Coordination of University Choirs and Orchestras (Coordinamento Nazionale dei Cori e delle Orchestre Universitarie) was created, with its head office at the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia, as part of a cultural project and research underwritten by more than 30 universities: the important results achieved today have allowed the creation of the European Foundation of the University Choirs and Orchestras (Fondazione Cori ed Orchestre Universitarie Europee), thanks to the Agreement between the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia and the Free University of Bozen with the aim of promoting and enhancing the great heritage offered by these realities. In 2012 the Choir has then promoted a major concert ("Grande Concerto degli Universitari") in the Auditorium della Conciliazione in Rome which saw more than 400 members of university choirs come together for a joint performance of Carl Orff's Carmina Burana.

The Choir was selected to perform at the Arena di Verona in September 2014, during the big operatic concert "L'opera è...la grande bellezza!" with the worldwide known Soprano Maria Guleghina and Tenor José Cura. In October 2014 the Choir has taken part in the project “Good News” promoted by Expo 2015 – Padiglione Italia, and in May 2015 it has attended the International Festival of University Choirs “Unincanto” with many other italian and european choirs, held in Florence.
Since its foundation the Choir has been conducted by M° Antonella Coppi.
